Glastonbury, Widecombe, & Plymouth

King Arthur associations. In the heart of Dartmoor 
National Park, visit quaint Widecombe-in-the-Moor, 
the ghostly setting for Conan Doyle's The Hound of 
the Baskervilles. Finally, in Plymouth, hear about
Sir Francis Drake and see the Mayflower Steps, 
where the Pilgrim Fathers embarked in 1620.
Then hop on board a Plymouth Harbor Cruise 
where you will follow in the footsteps of Sir Francis 
Drake, Sir Walter Raleigh, and the Pilgrim Fathers on 
this narrated cruise on Plymouth Sound, one of the 
world's great natural harbours. (B)

DAY 15 | 17 AUG 2026, MONDAY
Stonehenge and Bath
Stay: Thistle Hotel London-2 nights*
This morning, visit prehistoric Stonehenge to 
admire the magnificence of the monument from 
up close and explore the visitor centre with its 
imaginative exhibitions.
